Research

My research interests lie in appraising environmental design strategies by marrying technical analysis with a broader cultural perspective.  The main focus has been on natural lighting and seeks to establish how more nuanced environmental ambitions can direct and inspire resonant spatial thinking. By treating buildings not as objects with their own inherent logic, but as locales that must be navigated, the book on which I am currently working aims to draw out the implications for architectural order of the willingness to make specific patterns and rhythms of movement the catalyst for co-ordinated building-scale and urban-scale design decisions.
