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For architecture to operate as both a socialising instrument and meaningful cultural artefact it must embody 
multiple narratives. These narratives can be a product of project-specific  social research, spatial and tectonic 

exploration, instinct and the subconscious.  In this talk Alison Brooks will reveal the multiple processes and 
narratives informing ABA's synthesis of  research and 'cultural production', represented by recent built and 

unbuilt projects.
